Student Behavior

The University policy states: "If a student displays disruptive behavior that substantially interferes with
the educational environment, the Professor can ask the student to leave class for that period™. Students
may use laptops or tablets in class to take notes or view lecture material. Phones should be silenced
during class and turned off during exams. Students using their laptops, tablets, or any other
communication devices for any reason during exams and quizzes will receive a zero score on that test."

Plagiarism/Academic Integrity Policy

PS 21-01, Policy on Academic Integrity Regarding Cheating and Plagiarism defines cheating and
plagiarism and what faculty may do when it occurs in their classes. This policy allows faculty to
determine to what extent students may or may not re-use their own previously created work.
Additionally, Academic Integrity is addressed in the CSULB catalog. Regarding the use of Al in classes,
please see the email on this subject from the CSULB Academic Senate Executive Committee sent to all
faculty on 8/17/2023. There are three types of statements: (1) acceptable use of generative Al tools, (2)
specific use of generative Al tools, and (3) forbidding all use of generative Al tools for any purpose.
