BACKGROUND

On March 11, 2021, the President of the Unites States sighed the American Rescue Plan Act of
2021 (ARP) (Pub. L. 117-2). The ARP appropriated approximately $39.6 billion for the Higher
Education Emergency Relief Fund (HEERF) and represents the third stream of funding
appropriated for HEERF to prevent, prepare for, and respond to the coronavirus pandemic.

The following information is provided by California State University, Long Beach as required by
the Department of Education (“ED”) in order to comply with the reporting requirements under the
ARP (a)(1) programs.

CERTIFICATION

On April 17, 2020, CSULB signed and returned to the Department of Education the HEERF
Recipient’'s Funding Certification and Agreement, to receive HEERF | — CARES grant funds. As
such, CSULB was not required to submit an application for the HEERF Il or HEEF Ill Grant
programs.

On April 25, 2020, CSULB received the CARES — HEERF | grant award notification providing
$20,864,720 in funding for emergency grants to students.

On March 11, 2021, CSULB received the CRRSAA — HEERF Il grant award notification
providing an additional $20,864,720 in funding for continuing emergency grants to students,

On June 25, 2021, CSULB received the ARP — HEERF Il grant award notification providing an
additional $59,147,455 in funding for more continuing emergency grants to students.
